Founded in 1933 on the banks of the Toms
River in Pine Beach, New Jersey, the school is
named after Admiral David Glasgow Farragut,
the first U.S. Naval officer to rise to that rank.
The St. Petersburg campus opened in 1945

on the shores of Boca Ciega Bay and is the
only campus open today. Through an act of
Congress, the Upper School is designated as
an Honor Naval school and those students
participate in our Naval Jr. ROTC program.
